EVACUATION MAP

After you feel an earthquake:
Move immediately inland
Follow evacuation route signs
Do not wait for an official

Sign Post Banding

Look for colored bands
near the tops of sign posts

A band indicates
that you are within the

EVAC UATION tsunami hazard zone.

A GREEN band indicates
ROUTE that you are outside the
tsunami hazard zone.

NOTICE
The evacuation zone on this map was developed by the Oregon Department of
Geology and Mineral Industries in consultation with local officials. It is intended to
represent a worst-case scenario for a local tsunami from an earthquake near the
Oregon Coast. The evacuation routes were developed by local emergency officials and
reviewed by the Oregon Department of Emergency Management.

The Oregon Department of Geology and Mineral Industries is publishing this brochure
because the information furthers the mission of the Department. The map is intended
for emergency response, and should not be used for site-specific planning.
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
